Rector Archer discussed meeting dates for 2023 which included a shift in the first two meetings
in the year. The Committee members agreed with the suggested dates, which are March 23-24,
June 8-9, July 23-25- Retreat, Sept. 7-8, and Nov. 30 — Dec. 1, and they will be presented to the
full Board.
